The PTA will be collecting clean, empty milk jugs
for an exciting project! Starting next week,
please send your clean, gallon or half-gallon size
milk jugs — drop off in the school lobby or send in
your student’s backpack. Sorry, Costco milk jugs
will not work for this project. We will be
collecting until Winter Break. Here are five easy
steps to sending in clean, odor-free milk jugs:

1) Wash the empty jug with warm water
and detergent, removing all visible milk
residue.

2) Add one tablespoon (1 TBSP) of baking
soda to the jug and fill halfway with
warm water (vinegar may be used
instead of baking soda).

3) Close jug with lid and shake for about
two (2) minutes.

4) Rinse jug thoroughly.

5) Allow jug to dry. (You can recycle the lid
at home; it is not needed for the
project.)
